	Previous Matters: 
Standard Trading Conditions (STC):

Will get TGC Asia to present to members the proposed amended STC in April.
Committee Uniform:
Shall proceed to order the F1 shirts for the new committee. As for the new set, we shall opt for tailor made ones.

President’s Report:
CSR: Was present at the cheque presentation ceremony at LPJ to the ‘Tabung Batuan Mangsa Banjir’. For this cause, JPSFA made a donation of RM5300.00. Our press interview was published in the Utusan and Star papers.

PGD Dispute: JPSFA had tried to mitigate by initiating a meeting between AMH, JCDA, PGD and some carriers with LPJ present as observers, following the complaints from AMH against PGD for increasing the DGC but not operating 24 hours. The logistics chain is badly affected by some of the actions taken in this dispute. Although no concrete solution came out of the meeting, PGD will revert in two weeks time with their decision whether or not to extend their operating hours.

Vice President’s Report:

LPJ Round Table Discussion:  JPSFA raised several issues during this meeting on 17/3/2015 as listed and responded below.

1) Parking of Lorry/Small Trucks in Johor Port Area: JPB said that since 2014 they had only issued one summon so far and that was to a ship chandler. En. Shahrull assured that if the lorries are carrying transshipment or bonded cargoes, with valid reasons of vessel delays, they would be allowed to park inside the port area. He will inform the port police accordingly.

2) PGD Depot: LPJ will continue to follow up with PGD on the request by the hauliers to operate 24 hrs following the increase in the DGC. They understand that the situation of some hauliers refusing to pick up from PGD is hurting the industry in general.
3) Forklift Charges: JPB is charging around RM200 for mobilization cost whenever a high capacity crane is required to be outsourced due to shortage supply of such cranes in the port. JPB said that they make aware of this charge to their customers during the pre-operational meeting and as such,  if need be, they will include this into the ‘unprescibed tarriff’.
4)  PTP Marine has been requesting shipping agents for their company documents  for the submission of the ‘surat pelantikan agen’. JPSFA request that this should be centralized in JLWS or alternatively agent’s valid passes should suffice. 
5) Restriction of handphones at Tg. Langsat  jetty/wharf area.: They are unable to compromise due to security reasons. However, in mitigating the inconvenience of communication of agents, they sometimes allow the handphone batteries to be removed in the sensitive areas but allow usage once on board the vessel for emergency communication.
6) Port General Charges: Johor Port is pushing to impose the PGC they implemented in January but was deferred to March following JPSFA’s request to JPB management.  Although the history warranting this charge has long been debated, LPJ is opined that this would likely be imposed come May 1 as it is in the prescribed tariff. 
JPSFA is requesting for a further 3 months grace period to inform principals and also if possible, to bundle this charge into ‘stevedorage’ to save cost, labour and time; or otherwise to include in to weighbridge billing.
Secretary’s Report:
Had met with Kastam GST auditor of 5/3/2105 to present our questionnaires on shipping which require clarifications. Subsequently, a set on forwarding questions were also sent to Puan Husna via email. We are hoping to get solid answers when we meet her again on 25th March. Following the clarification, we will inform members accordingly or organize a session soonest possible.

Treasurer’s Report:
The balances as at 28th February 2015 stands at:

Cash in Bank: RM61,860.16
Fixed Deposit: RM247,107.54
80% members have paid the subscription fee and to date we have 3 new members since 2015. Our ground floor premise has been rented out at RM1000 per month to Abundance Honeycomb (K.L) Sdn Bhd.
Activities for 2015:
The Committee agreed that more activities should be planned for 2015. Hence, there will a dinner, souvenir program, karaoke and golf and bowling competitions later in the year. Tentative dates are as follow:

Karaoke – Sept 

Bowling – 4/10

Golf – 23/10

Dinner- 23/10

In addition, Ms. Nancy will look into training and development relevant to our members. Mr. Dominique proposed that we work with schools and colleges to elevate our industry’s job market and branding of the Association.

Other Matters:
1) Meetings with Govt Agencies and Ports:
The Committee will meet them individually to introduce the new committee and to raise any issues then. Meanwhile, Ms. Hamidah shall arrange a meeting with BBT urgently to address any pressing issues and Mr. Elgy to arrange a meeting with JCT to follow up on the CDN implementation and other outstanding issues.
2) Committee Member Appointment: 
Due to an oversight of the appointment of committee member in the Constitution which does not allow for non- Malaysian citizen to hold office, we will have to admit Mr. Dominique as ordinary member who will serve as a ‘volunteer’ in the committee as he is able to make significant contributions to the Association. We will proceed to make amendments to the Constitution in the next AGM given that the industry is growing globally.

3) BBT- Submission of Shipping Not/Goods Receipt Through MPTS System:
A circular dated 17 March 2015 announcing this requirement effective 1/4/2015 has been sent to members. The short notice will pose problems for some port users. Moreover, JPB should be giving at least a month’s notice of any such notifications of new implementations.
