DGC Issue :

Received circular from JPB on 3rd June.

Notice mentioned that effective from 1st July with the rate RM 8.00 for each import and export container laden excluding transhipment, empty container, container freight station and rail bound container. Circulars has been posted on the website

Vice President’s Report:

Met with Tuan Samat and Tuan Alias on 28/5 to discuss on several issues. The discussion was fruitful as they have agreed to actively resolve the issue of slow clearance. It was noted that uplifting has also reduced since.
